WRITING: General advice

1. Don’t write it in Catalan and then translate it. Write it in English. THINK in English.

2. If you don’t know how to say something in English, don’t say it. Find something else to say.
3. Content is important. Do not write silly things.

4. You can’t copy it from the Internet. Find the words you need in a good dictionary (Wordreference, for example)

5. Pay attention to the number of paragraphs and the ideas each paragraph contains 

6. The sentences in a paragraph follow each other on the same line. You separate paragraphs with a full stop and moving on to next line. 

7. The number of words doesn’t affect the mark, if you write the minimum.

8. Do not separate words at the end of a line.

9. The type of mistakes is more important than the number. Be careful with the rules of grammar that you already know.
10. When I give you the first correction, you have to correct them following the indications in the symbols. DO NOT change things. DO NOT leave things out.

11. Make a list of ten mistakes and their correction so that you don’t repeat them in the future.
